Installation: Power Track

In the Power Track directory, rename the file <PATCHES.INI> to <PATCHES_Original.INI>

Copy the new <Patches.ini> in the Power Track directory.

Run Power Track. 

You should get the following message:
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Click OK

If you get an error message, close PT, go back in the PT directory and delete <PATCHES.BIN>. Run PT.

The NS5R contains 10 banks :

[GM-a] [r:bank] [y:bank] [GM-b] [ProgA] [ProgB] [ProgC] [CmbA] [CmbB] [CmbC]

· [GM-a]  Korg General MIDI bank (default)

· [r:bank]  Roland GS compatible bank

· [y:bank]  Yamaha XG compatible bank

· [GM-b]  Korg General MIDI 05R/W compatible bank

· [ProgA] [ProgB] [ProgC]  Korg single patch banks

· [CmbA] [CmbB] [CmbC] Korg combination banks

There are also 36 Drum Kits available (included).

There are a few ways to make PATCHES.INI files. I took a different approach to assemble the banks with their respective patches.

To open the Figure 2 window, right click on the track (PT9), click on 

<Patch Select Dialog…> The patch selection dialog will open.

In the classic track window, double click on a track where you want a patch (Prg column). The patch selection dialog will open.

The GM-a General MIDI bank is always the default bank when you start PT. If you don’t need upper bank patches, select instruments from 1-128.

As a general rule, when you select an upper bank, keep the <Always Show Bank 0 Names> 

checked.

To select an upper bank, do the following:

Select a bank


3 banks are made in the PT conventional way: r:bank, y:bank and Drum Kits. This means that if you select any of them, you will have GM-a sounds available in the left hand list and upper bank sounds (variations) in the right hand box. Select left, then right for upper patches.

The remaining banks are stand alone banks: GM-b, ProgA,B,C, CmbA,B,C and y:bank SFX.

To select the banks, make sure <Always Show Bank 0 Names> is checked. In the above picture, CmbC was selected. Click on 1: CmbC, then to the right click on  91:FirstLight.

Uncheck <Always Show Bank 0 Names>. The complete list (128 patches) is now available.

Select anyone.

I added a letter followed by a colon in the Drum Kits names.

r:<kit name> means GS compatible

y:<kit name> means XG compatible

k:<kit name> means Korg compatible

Installation: Band-in-a-Box

Copy the file to your BB directory :

NS5R.pat

Open BiaB.

Click on the    [image: image2.bmp]      on the upper left corner. This opens up the patch selection dialog.

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      Click 

Select the file you want to use. Now, if you close PT, it will become the default PAT file.

The sounds are in the following order in the selection box :

[GM-a] [r:bank] [y:bank] [GM-b] [ProgA] [ProgB] [ProgC] [CmbA] [CmbB] [CmbC]

and last, the drum kits.
